�.�H�H�S�L�Q�J���X�V���V�D�I�H: as most of you  know, the combustion 

test was done to ensure our safetyébut our work is not 

done.  After the reports we got from RISE, I would like 

to ask all of you to please be sure you have carbon 

monoxide detectors on every floor.  I had no idea how 

bad our old furnaces were and what the outcome could 

be.  Some of the other problems found and corrected 

making us all safer were cardboard and insulation too 

close to the chimney, a bath exhaust vented directly 

into the furnace chimney, and a chimney propped up 

with a rope.

We had such a hit last year that our insurance company 

has added a second deductible of $ 1,000 per unit for 

an ice dam claim.  In addition to fewer ice dams, we 

hope the work done will: 1) lessen the amount of snow 

that needs to be taken off the roofs by slowing the rate 

of melting; 2) extends the life of the roofs by moving 

the bath vent moisture out of the attic; and 3) saves us 

dollars on our utility bills for both heating and air con-

ditioning.
